The Bidder shall furnish documentary evidence of its status as an
eligible and qualified vendor, using the Forms provided under
Section 6 and providing documents required in those forms. In order
to award a contract to a Bidder, its qualifications must be
documented to UNDP’s satisfaction.

The Bidder is required to submit a Technical Bid using the Standard
