I. BACKGROUND

The ongoing conflict in eastern Ukraine has had a direct and highly negative impact on social cohesion,
resilience, livelihoods, community security, and the rule of law. Recognizing the need to urgently address
reconstruction, economic recovery and peacebuilding needs in areas affected both directly and indirectly
by the conflict, in late 2014 the government of Ukraine requested technical assistance and financial support
from the international community to assess priority recovery needs. In late 2014, the United Nations (UN),
the World Bank (WB) and the European Union (EU) conducted a Recovery and Peacebuilding Assessment,
which was endorsed by the Cabinet of Ministers in mid-2015.

The United Nations Development Programme (UNDP) has been present and active in eastern Ukraine for
the past decade, prior to the conflict, with a focus on community development, civil society development,
and environmental protection. Work on addressing the specific, conflict-related development challenges
discussed above started in 2015 through the United Nations Recovery and Peacebuilding Programme (UN
RPP), building on this earlier engagement and establishing new partnerships. Today, the UN RPP is being
implemented by four United Nations agencies: The United Nations Development Programme (UNDP), the
UN Entity for Gender Equality and the Empowerment of Women (UN Women), the United Nations
Population Fund (UNFPA) and the Food and Agriculture Organization of the United Nations (FAO).

The programme is supported by 11 international partners: the European Union, the European Investment
Bank and the governments of Canada, Denmark, Japan, the Netherlands, Norway, Poland, Sweden,
Switzerland and UK.

The UN RPP was designed to respond to, and mitigate, the causes and effects of the conflict. It is based on
the findings of the Recovery and Peacebuilding Assessment (RPA) and is aligned to the State Target
Programme for Recovery, as well as to the two oblast development strategies up to 2020. It takes into
account the opportunities that have arisen from the Minsk Protocol of September 2014 and the renewal
of its cease-fire provisions (the latest cease-fire having been agreed in March 2018), and is also fully
adjusted to the humanitarian-development nexus. It is an integral component of the UNDP Country
Programme and is therefore fully aligned with the United Nations Partnership Framework (UNPF).

The programme’s interventions are grouped under the following key programme components, which
reflect the region’s priority needs:

Component 1: Economic Recovery and Restoration of Critical Infrastructure
Component 2: Local Governance and Decentralisation Reform

Component 3: Community Security and Social Cohesion.
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The Programme, which operates on the basis of a pooled funding arrangement, follows a multi-sectoral
programme-based approach and is implemented using an area-based methodology. It is a unifying
interventions framework for 10 projects funded by 11 international partners, and is worth about 80 million
UsD.

In October 2018, four UN agencies (UNDP, UN Women, FAO and the UNFPA) countersigned a new joint
project document, funded by the EU. The overall objective of the project is to restore effective governance
and promote reconciliation in the crisis-affected communities of Donetsk, Luhansk and Zaporizhzhia
oblasts of Ukraine, thereby enhancing the credibility and legitimacy of local authorities in the government-
controlled areas (GCAs) of the oblasts. It will contribute to peace building and prevent further escalation
of conflict in Ukraine through achieving effective and accountable decentralization, gender-responsive
recovery planning, and equal access to services, as well as enhancing community security and social
cohesion.

This will be achieved through the pursuit of the following specific objectives:

1. Enhance local capacity for gender-responsive decentralization and administrative reforms to
improve governance, local development and the delivery of services.
2. Stimulate employment and economic growth by providing assistance to Micro, Small and Medium

Enterprise (MSME) development through demand-driven business development services and professional
skills training.

3. Enhance social cohesion and reconciliation through the promotion of civic initiatives.

4, Support sectoral reforms and structural adjustments in the health, education and critical public
infrastructure to mitigate the direct impacts of the conflict.

The "Big Stories of Small Businesses” entrepreneurship promotion campaign was designed to showcase
the success stories of people who have managed to start and maintain a business, provide employment to
others, and contribute to the development of their communities. This campaign highlights the success
stories of the target oblasts through motivational videos, in order to inspire and motivate others to set up
their own businesses. Since 2016, 33 such video stories were filmed and disseminated through various
media channels, including social networks, TV and press.

Il. MAIN OBJECTIVES OF THE ASSIGNMENT

The overall objective of this assignment is to develop and run an entrepreneurship promotion
campaign in Luhansk, Donetsk (GCAs) and Zaporizhzhia oblasts (areas along the Azov sea coast) that
will help to raise awareness about micro, small and medium enterprises (MSMEs) as a key factor of
providing socio-economic recovery of the target oblasts of Ukraine and creating income-generating
opportunities for the conflict-affected population.

Specifically, the Contractor shall implement the following tasks:

- To develop a comprehensive information strategy with monitoring and evaluation
forms/indicators to measure the effectiveness of the information campaign that will cover key
Programme’s entrepreneurship support activities (business grants for the conflict-affected
people to launch, recover or develop a business; business skills training programme; business
promotion events);

- To develop operational documents: implementation plan with established deadlines, clarified
activities, roles and responsibilities; information on partners involved, etc,;

- To develop concepts and produce thematic videos about people who benefitted from the
Programme’s business support activities, including business grants programme, business skills
training programme, business promotion events and other conflict-affected entrepreneurs;
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To select participants/main characters for videos and agree them with the Programme (in total
12 videos);

To develop and produce in total 12 promotional videos with English subtitles for internet
resources and social networks;

To design and run nationwide online voting for the best promotional video in partnership with
one of Ukraine’s leading business news websites;

To adapt 3 promotional videos (out of 12, based on the online voting) for a social TV
commercial at the national and regional TV channels;

To adapt 3 videos (out of 12, based on the online voting) with Ukrainian subtitles and rotate
them at intercity speed trains for at least one month;

To adapt 3 videos (out of 12, based on the online voting) with Ukrainian subtitles rotate them
at the regional cinemas in Donetsk (at least three cinemas), Luhansk (at least two cinemas) and
Zaporizhzhia (at least two cinemas) oblasts for at least one month;

To adapt 3 videos (out of 12, based on the online voting) with Ukrainian subtitles and rotate
them at the national retail stores chain in Donetsk, Luhansk and Zaporizhzhia oblasts for at
least one month (at least one retail stores chain in each oblast);

To develop and produce one backstage video about the campaign;

To present all 12 promotional videos at least at one national or international social
advertisement festival;

To provide, upon the request of the Programme’s staff, all the required information as to the
implementation progress.

The overall objectives of the entrepreneurship promotion campaign are the following:

To motivate people to become entrepreneurs, create new jobs and help their communities to
develop;

To create a positive image of entrepreneurs as people who actively support the economic
development of the conflict-affected region;

To promote the role of the UN Recovery and Peacebuilding Programme, the European Union
and the governments of Poland and Japan in helping to recover the socio-economic situation
in the conflict-affected eastern Ukraine.

It is envisaged that the videos shall:

Demonstrate a variety of business opportunities for the conflict-affected people, providing
examples and success stories of micro, small and medium entrepreneurs;

Highlight the success of micro, small and medium entrepreneurs in helping to rebuild and
develop the conflict-affected communities;

Demonstrate the role of the UN Recovery and Peacebuilding Programme, the European Union
and the governments of Japan and Poland in the process of fostering entrepreneurship and
creating new jobs for the conflict-affected people in eastern Ukraine.

18. FORCE MAJEURE; OTHER CHANGES IN
CONDITIONS:

18.1 In the event of and as soon as possible after the
occurrence of any cause constituting force majeure, the
affected Party shall give notice and full particulars in
writing to the other Party, of such occurrence or cause if
the affected Party is thereby rendered unable, wholly or
in part, to perform its obligations and meet its
responsibilities under the Contract.

19. TERMINATION:

19.1 Either party may terminate this Contract for cause,
in whole or in part, upon thirty (30) days’ notice, in
writing, to the other party. The initiation of arbitral
proceedings in accordance with Article 22.2
