TERMS OF REFERENCE

Situation analysis: Conflict Affected Children in Eastern Ukraine 

1. Background
Since 2014, Eastern Ukraine has experienced a serious deterioration in the overall socio-economic situation, triggered by the start of an armed conflict, which has changed the situation for many households and worsened living standards.
In 2019, an estimated 5.2 million  people[footnoteRef:1] bear the brunt of the armed conflict in eastern Ukraine. Even after six years of active hostilities, there is no immediate resolution in sight to end the suffering of the affected population, 3.5 million of whom require humanitarian assistance and protection due to widespread mine contamination, escalating psychological trauma and the degrading impact of the lack of access to basic services. Most people in need live in the conflict-affected oblasts of Donetska and Luhanska, divided by the 427-kilometre-long ‘contact line’, which is equivalent to the length of the French-German border. There are around 700,000 of children living in the Luhanska and Donetska oblasts (both in Government-controlled area (GCA) and non-Government controlled area (NGCA)), and the on-going conflict continues to endanger daily their physical and psychological wellbeing, especially those living along the ‘contact line’ where active armed hostilities are most intense. The education cluster reports that there are more than 242,000 children and teachers in schools located along the ‘contact line’ regularly experiencing  shelling and facing extreme levels of mine contamination. More than 150 schools are singled out of their proximity to military activities, while 62 schools reported unexploded ordnance near them. In most communities, to reach their education facility, children commute along unsafe routes. In a single incident in May 2018, a child was killed and three more injured from an explosion in their school bus. Attacks on schools are frequent. Since the start of the conflict over 750 educational facilities were damaged due to hostilities, and on several occasions, education facilities were damaged more than once. Alarmingly is also the fact that not all the education facilities regularly exposed to shelling are adequately equipped or accessible bomb shelters or safe spaces. 
As a part of its Country Programme Document for 2018-2022, UNICEF is committed to achieve its goals through evidence-based advocacy in the fields of social protection, child protection, education, health and environment, with social inclusion as an overarching focus area concern. As such, UNICEF regularly invests in efforts to generates disaggregated data to identify the most vulnerable population, in particular children (girls and boys) and their key barriers for these population groups in accessing social and other services.
Since the beginning of the conflict in the Eastern Ukraine, only two relevant assessments were conducted by UNICEF in 2017, “Children of the contact Line” and it’s updated version in 2018, which focused on identifying the impact of the conflict on children and their needs. These assessments provided limited qualitative information related to a limited geographically scope (0-5km area of the contact line). These two studies do not provide extensive quantitative information at the household level and do not cover the whole conflict-affected areas (GCA and NGCA).  
2. Rationale and objectives 
The primary aim of the study is to generate data to be basis for analytical information and knowledge with specific focus on humanitarian needs of the most vulnerable children living in the conflict-affected regions of Ukraine, in conformity with the requirements of the Child Rights Convention, and more especially those standards set out in the International Humanitarian Law and SPHERE Standards, as well as in Ukrainian national standards. The purpose of the study is to assess the needs of children and households with children in the conflict-affected areas. 

Objectives:
· Identify the impact of the conflict on children and household living with children;  
· Identify the needs and gaps of conflict-affected children and households with children in the following 5 key areas: Child Protection, Health, Education, WASH, Social Policy;

· Did the conflict have impact on wellbeing of children, boys and girls of different ages? What was the impact? 
· What is the situation with children and household with children in the concrete area (as per 5 key areas)? 
· What are the identified needs in each area?

Geographical coverage: 4 geographical area: Non-Government Controlled Area (NGCA) (Luhanska and Donetska oblast), Government Controlled Area (GCA) (Luhanska and Donetska oblast) with splitting up by urban/rural, GCA 0-5km, GCA 5-20-km of Line of Contact disaggregation.
The study (assessment) will provide qualitative and representative quantitative estimates of the impact of the conflict on wellbeing, gaps and needs of the children in eastern Ukraine. 
The research approach and data collection and analysis methods should also focus on equity, gender and human rights aspects, be responsive and appropriate for analysing the gender equality, human rights issues including child rights issues identified in the scope. Gender equality, equity and human rights considerations will be elaborated by the Research Team during the inception phase and addressed across the final report.
The study will equip UNICEF programming with evidence-based analysis on situation of children and provide baseline information for future measure of progress. The study will foster a better understanding of the relevance of humanitarian needs and gaps in 5 key areas (Child Protection, Health, Education, WASH and Social Policy) and support coordination within and across agencies, organizations and communities on how to address those needs. Data analysis and interpretation will enable to better understand the Child Rights Situation regarding humanitarian, recovery and development activities. In addition, the study will provide evidence for further advocacy with the Government and local authorities on the current risks for conflict-affected children and their families. Therefore, the findings of the study would help UNICEF and other agencies to promote and support the development of effective Child Protection, Health, Education, WASH, Social Policy programming that ensure qualitative humanitarian and recovery activities.

3. Methodology
This study shall use a mixed-methods approach to investigate the major trends in situation of children in the conflict-affected regions:

The following methodology is recommended for carrying out the Study: 
1. Desk review of documents, studies and reports produced by UNICEF and other national and international organizations on humanitarian situation of affected people and children in eastern conflict area of Ukraine. Familiarization with similar studies in other countries.
2. Secondary data analysis: official statistical and administrative data review, collection and analysis (SSSU, Government, local authorities) covering the period from 2013 (pre-conflict) to up to date available data. Official humanitarian data review, collection and analysis (reports, past study/research/evaluation reports related to the subject, etc.). Considering no reliable sources of information in NGCA it is expected to have gaps in secondary data and information for the period from 2014 to up to date.  
3. Quantitative research (survey at household [HH] level): interviews with conflict-affected households with children (age 0-17) in different locations on both sides of the Line of Contact and check points between GCA and NGCA; 
The study shall involve the collection and analysis of primary data to fill in the gaps identified during the secondary data review. The questioner should be built on the Multiple Cluster Indicator Survey[footnoteRef:2] questionnaire adapted to the context and available resources.  [2:  MICS 2012 https://datacatalog.worldbank.org/dataset/ukraine-multiple-indicator-cluster-survey-2012] 

Primary data collection should be limited to a survey of not more than 2500 households, chosen randomly from Donetska and Luhanska oblasts.  The survey design should provide a statistically representative depiction of households with children from main geographical areas. 
Considering difficult access to the household in NGCA and limited information on total number and structure of population in NGCA, the survey design in NGCA might not follow the same rigorous methodology as in GCA. The data should be stratified by urban/rural settlement type to better understand the geographical differences in needs. 
4. Qualitative research (focus groups, in-depth interview, key informant): focus group discussions should be conducted among representatives of the household with children, in-depth interviews should be conducted with representative of household with children, key informant interviews should be conducted with local authorities, institutions national and international experts on the concrete area (as per 5 key areas).    
5. Expert discussion. To review the findings of the study by discussing with UNICEF experts from Child Protection, Education, Health, WASH and Social Policy.


The following limitations to the research are anticipated:
· limited access for primary data collection in some settlements close to contact line;
· limited data collection quality control in NGCA;
· alternative modalities for primary data collection in NGCA;
· unavailability and poor quality of secondary data due to emergency challenges; 

To address some of these limitations, the Research Team will use information provided through the assessment on access, availability, scope and quality of data and validate key determinants of inequity and trends. The Research Team will inform UNICEF of identified limitations and will discuss alternative and acceptable solutions.

Ethical considerations
1. Potential contractors will need to agree to meet the standards set in the UNICEF Procedure for Ethical Standards in Research, Evaluation, Data Collection and Analysis and Ukrainian Ethical consideration  
2. Potential contractors need to supply evidence of having undertaken ethics training or commit to undertake ethics training if capacity development is a priority and researchers with ethics training are unavailable.
3. Researchers can identify relevant potential ethical issues and mitigation strategies relating to potential harms and benefits, informed consent, privacy and confidentiality and payment and compensation. If applicable, include specific considerations for research related to children and/or sensitive issues (such as violence against women and girls) and reference appropriate additional sources of guidelines and standards (e.g. UNICEF's guidance on children in research, WHO's guidance on violence research).

5. Deliverables
The Contractor is responsible to submit the following Deliverables:

1. [bookmark: _Hlk529540025]Detailed Inception Report (IR) in English. Electronic version to be submitted within 15 working days after signing a contract and initial briefing with the Research Manager. This report should be 10 to 20 pages in length and should be in line with UN standards for IRs. The IR should outline detailed scope, study framework, methodology, secondary data sources, sampling methodology, data collection methods, data collection plan (field work), timeline for activities and submission of deliverables. The IR should also include initial data and findings based on the documentary review and final study design/plan. The Inception Phase will be used as a study phase and to collect and review all available evidence. This report will be used as an initial point of agreement and understanding between the Contractor and Research Manager. A draft will be shared in advance for comments and approved by UNICEF. 
2. Draft of Study Report in English and Ukrainian and dataset in Excel. Electronic version of the first draft should be submitted after completion data collection and analysis. The draft report should be in line with UNICEF standards and contain the same sections as the final report and will be at least 50 pages in length (excluding annexes). It will also contain an executive summary of no more than 5 pages.  The drafts will be shared with the UNICEF to seek their comments. The draft report will be quality assured by RSE Steering Committee. Draft should include Annexes (Electronic file with secondary data stored in a structured way and file with anonymize clean primary data set with final sampling weights). These files should contain all data and source of information that were used. Information from the data file should be used for the report and all indicators will be attached as indicators). 
3. Study Report (Final draft) in English and Ukrainian. Electronic versions of the report to be submitted after receiving consolidated comments and feedback from UNICEF. The final report will be at least 50 pages in length. It will also contain an executive summary of no more than 5 pages that includes a brief description of the situation, its context, the purpose of the study, its methodology and its major findings, conclusions and recommendations. The final report should include all received comments and suggestions provided by QA review providers. The Study Report should systematically answer the key study questions posed. It should clearly give the conclusions and recommends in a way that is substantiated by evidence. Report should include Annexes, and Power point presentation in English and Ukrainian (electronic version) based on the finalized study report summarizing the entire process, purpose, objectives, methodology, findings and recommendations and conclusions. 

The Contractor should propose a timeline to submit the deliverables in their implementation plan (in proposals).

Furthermore, the Contractor members are not expected to assess the personal performance of individuals and must balance an assessment of management functions with due consideration of this principle. Finally, if the Contractor uncover evidence of wrongdoing, such cases must be reported discreetly to the appropriate investigative body. 

The study should follow UN Research and Study Norms and Standards – including ensuring that the planned study fully addresses any ethical issues.

D. Technical evaluation of proposals

The final selection of the Contractor will be based on technical and financial issues with weighing of 70% to the technical proposal and 30% to the financial aspects. 

E. Price proposals

Payment is contingent on approval by the Study managers and will be made in three instalments:
a) 30% upon submission of Detailed Inception Report (IR) in English;   
b) 40% upon submission and UNICEF acceptance of the draft of the Study Report in English and Ukrainian;
c) 30% upon submission and approval of finalized study report, power point presentation. 

The institutions may propose different payment schedules that will be considered during the assessment of the proposal.
