1. BACKGROUND
		A regional project proposal/concept has been prepared to support 4 countries (Botswana, Mozambique, South Africa and Zimbabwe) with a project title “Integrated Transboundary River Basin Management for the Sustainable Development of the Limpopo River Basin”.
