1. Background 
[bookmark: _Hlk49938460]Liberia submitted its Intended Nationally Determined Contributions in 2015, outlining the country’s intended actions to contribute to the global effort to combat climate change. The document contains both adaptation and mitigation targets that are contingent on the availability of support. Liberia’s INDC presents a platform to integrate its Low Carbon Development Strategy into the country’s long-term sustainable development Vision by 2030 (Agenda for Transformation). Liberia’s mitigation targets include: Reducing GHGs by at least 10% by 2030; Improving energy efficiency by at least 20% by 2030; Raising share of renewable energy to at least 30% of electricity production and 10% of overall energy consumption by 2030; and Replacing cooking stoves with low thermal efficiency (5-10%) with the high efficiency (40%) stoves. Liberia plans to implement adaption actions in sectors such as energy, waste agriculture, forestry, fishery, health, coastal etc.
The Liberian Legislature ratified the Paris Agreement on climate change in June 2018 with support from the United Nations Development Programme (UNDP) and Environmental Protection Agency (EPA) of Liberia, bringing the country one step closer to reaching its goals for low-carbon, climate-resilient development.
Despite having contributed little to climate change, Liberia, like many other developing countries, is especially vulnerable to its impacts. Sea-level rise, soaring temperatures and increased rainfall threaten economic and social gains. The agricultural sector, which ensures the livelihoods of around 70 percent of the population, is especially vulnerable, with flooding, erosion and changing rainfall patterns putting lives at risk in a country where nearly eight out of ten people do not have secure access to food.
[bookmark: _Hlk49938510]Liberia has an opportunity to revise and resubmit its NDC in October 2020, including by raising ambition in mitigation and/or adaptation actions and support (finance), as part of the Paris Agreement’s NDC update process. The enhancement will include the addition of new sectors LULUCF, blue Carbon, Short-Lived Climate Pollutants and Green Corridors, considering the adaptation and mitigation benefits of these sectors. 

Liberia submitted a request to the NDC Partnership’s Climate Action Enhancement Package (CAEP) through Conservation International and IRENA. However, CAEP does not support all the requested needs. UNDP is providing support for the unfunded component through its Climate Promise Initiative – which provides for the inclusion of youth and other actors in the NDC revision process. The CPI will support activities including, the preparation of youth submissions on specific issues at both the national as well as the sub-national level, private sector consultations around the proposed new or updated NDC targets and the engagement of different segments of the population (women, men youth, people with disabilities, social status, ethnicity). All of these efforts ensure that a wide range of representative contributions are considered.
UNDP Liberia is therefore recruiting a competent Local Consultant who will facilitate the NDC revision stakeholder’s engagement, provide support to international consultants and coordinate the UNDP climate promise support to Liberia NDC revision. 
It is expected that the work will be done through intensive consultations with the Environmental Protection Agency and sectoral ministries, civil society, private sector and interest groups.  The consultant will be hosted at the Multilateral Environmental Agreement Unit of the EPA to complement the efforts of the NDC Coordinator. He/she will work under the guidance of the Coordinator on Multilateral Environmental Agreements (MEAs), on day-to-day administrative aspects, while updating the UNDP country office, including through monthly progress reports.

The main objective of the assignment is to facilitate inclusive participation of stakeholders in the NDC revision, coordinate UNDP climate promise engagement/support with EPA and partners and provide technical support to the international consultants involved in supporting the NDC revision 
3. Scope of Work 
 The consultant will support the work of the NDC revision based on UNDP climate promise offer:
· Overall responsibility for the day-to-day engagement with EPA and partners involved in the NDC revision process 
· Provide support in relations to stakeholders’ engagement and consultations to the international consultants involved in data collection, analysis and reporting on green corridors, short-lived climate pollutants and NDC financing strategy
· Provide support to assist the NDC coordinator for preparation of concept notes, agenda and deriving list of participants for the national and regional consultations, working along with the EPA and other partners
· Prepare reports with supporting documentation for all activities supported by UNDP climate promise 
· Facilitate meetings with stakeholders
· Promote the work of UNDP Climate Promise in collaboration with UNDP communication team, including contact with civil society, private sector, government and the media.  
· Ensure broad representation and adequate research of issues raised, and their presentation in a coordinated solution-oriented manner to the EPA and partners
· Conduct follow-up dialogue with the EPA, partners and stakeholders on the various issues raised at consultations and meetings. 
· Increase awareness and communicate about the content of UNDP support to the NDC revision as well as outcomes 
· Co-ordinate/work in close co-operation with the partners supporting the NDC to ensure synergy 
· Produce a post-NDC revision synopsis report
· Provide support for the NDC implementation plan including engagement with stakeholders
