II. Organisational Context 

As part of the COVID-19 response in Liberia, UNDP has been supporting the National Response, including through providing essential PPEs and conducting public awareness relating to the COVID-19 pandemic.
This campaign is for CSOs to disseminate information and raise awareness on the coronavirus and promote public health measures to support the prevention of COVID-19. The intervention which will mobilize local Community-based Organizations (CBOs) to intensify awareness and sensitization, will  focus on vulnerable and marginalized groups, including the elderly, people living in high-density population areas, women, people living with immune-deficiencies, and others.  . 
This intervention will also focus on identifying and isolating COVID-19 cases to reduce community transmission by linking them with the appropriate national/international institution available in said locale. The enhanced surveillance strategy will involve three (3) phases. Phase 1 is a period of community engagement, risk communication and awareness creation, followed by Phase 2 which entails five days of promoting voluntary sample collection for COVID-19 testing. Phase 3 involves sustaining community engagement to maintain prevention practices and compliance with COVID-19 isolation protocols by members of the community.






	
III. Scope of Work


	
UNDP is seeking proposals from qualified CSOs to provide support in implementation of County Health Team enhanced surveillance on public Awareness /sensitization on COVID-19 which will be implemented in Nimba, Lofa, Grand Cape Mount, Bong, Lofa, River Gee counties. In order to have a geographical representation for the implementation of this task, two CSOs will be selected from each county for this intervention that have offices in these counties.

Contract will be awarded to the most technically compliant and responsive CSOs based on demonstrated capacity and experience. Selected CSOs will be expected to work in close collaboration with the County Health Team, WHO and other key stakeholders, and the COVID-19 Project Team at UNDP.
· Maintain awareness in the community about the need to wear face masks, maintain physical distance, and exercise hand hygiene during and after the sample collection exercise. 
· Educate the community about COVID-19, including the principle of isolation of cases to dispel myths and fears about isolation.
· Encourage voluntary sample and testing by community members at designated testing sites.
· Encourage community members who test positive and their contacts to comply with Infection Prevention and Control (IPC) protocols for management of persons testing positive and their contacts. 
· Coordinate with the County Health Team/ COVID-19 health protocols and work in close consonant with other stakeholders that are carrying out similar activities to avoid duplication. 

Duly registered CSOs are encouraged to develop and submit proposals in the following format:
· Project content and problem analysis - what results will the project achieve and how does it address the problem. 
· Justification - analysis of why it is important to address the problems and why your organization is best suited to carry out this task.
· Expected results - expected outcomes, outputs, and activities.
· Implementation strategy - how the project will undertake the activities to ensure most effective and efficient achievement of results.
· Work plan - highlighting each outcome, output, activity, and their completing timeframe.
· Partnership - partners needed for coordination and collaboration for successful implementation of the project. 
· Risks and Risk Mitigation Strategy
· Implementation Exit Strategy/Sustainability.
· Institutional profile - a brief description of your organization, including its registration details and relevant experience and competencies in working on issues related public awareness/sensitization, community engagement.
· Proposal Budget - a proposed budget per county linked with output and activities including justification and/or explanation. A detailed budget should also be prepared in excel as an Annex.
· Reporting timeline.

· Assist the County Health Team (CHT) to disseminate educational information on COVID-19 in the community throughout the enhanced surveillance intervention period.
· Mobilize the community members for voluntary testing.
· Work closely with the CHT to achieve compliance with existing COVID-19 isolation protocols among those who test positive and their contacts.

· The organization’s proven administrative and financial management capacity to undertake this intervention.
· The relevance of the proposal to achieving the expected results and related budget; and
·  The institutional capacity of the CSOs





	
VII. Selection Criteria


	Proposal will be selected on the basis of technical (70%) and financial (30%) assessments.  
The technical assessment will review the following:
· Relevance of proposal to achieving expected results (30%)
· Experience working with UNDP (10%)
· Local experience and presence (10%)
· Realistic work plan and timeline to complete activities (5%)
· Applicants’ institutional capacity and relevant experience (15%) 
· Sustainability of intervention (5%)
· Budget (cost effectiveness) (25%)
