II. Organisational Context 



The Liberia National Commission on Small Arms (LiNCSA) has received funding support from the 11th European Development Fund (EDF) under the framework of the project, Organized Crime: West Africa Response to Trafficking (OCWAR-T). The support is an integral part of the Regional Indicative Programme on EU Aid to West Africa (RIP) under the 11th EDF, the Joint Valetta Action Plan and the European Union’s commitment to strengthening the governance conditions and improving the mechanisms for maintaining peace and stability by combatting organized crime groups involved in illicit trafficking. The three-year Project which is being managed by the United Nations Development Fund (UNDP) covers seven (7) ECOWAS Member States including Liberia and is designed to strengthen regional governance frameworks in combatting transnational organized crimes (TOC) and trafficking and to enhance the capacity of state agencies specialized in combatting these threats. Specifically, the project seeks to address the following:
· Create high level and community awareness and sensitization on the dangers associated with the illicit proliferation and trafficking of small arms and armed violence;
· Strengthen the role of national small arms commissions (NatComs) and enable the setup of effective decentralized structures, coordinate relevant security stakeholders and foster linkages within the respective national security architecture;
· Reduce the existing circulation and trafficking of additional availability of small arms and light weapons within the pilot communities by strengthening border communities’ mechanisms, systems and controls 
Objective  
Under Output 3, the Commission seeks to Initiate appropriate policy actions to address identified administrative and financial management gaps with the aim to enhance the capacity of the Commission and state security agencies. Accordingly, the Commission aims to hire the services of a PSSM expert with expertise in general Weapons and Ammunition Management (WAM) to lead the development of a national Physical Security and Stockpile Management (PSSM) Training Manual for state security agencies. The training manual will serve as a harmonized training tool and as a guide in the handling, usage, transport, storage and destruction of arms, ammunition and other related materials.
Methodology 

· Desk review of mandates of relevant security agencies and national arms control legislations, 
· Review of various SOPs on weapons and ammunition management.
· Desk review of international instruments on PSSM compliance; 
· Organize and facilitate a two-day stakeholders’ consultations and validation session for 30 participants including state security officers and members of the Technical Committee on Arms (TCA) in Gbarnga, Bong County.

Duration of Consultancy
· The consultancy is for a period of two (2) months beginning July 1 and ending August 31, 2020. 
Deliverables
· Two-day stakeholders’ consultation and validation session with security sector actors and other relevant stakeholders.
· A national PSSM Training Manual developed. 
· Copies of PSSM Training Manual printed and distributed 
· A report of the exercise presented to LiNCSA 
Qualifications
· Must be a security expert with at least ten (10) years of experience working in the security sector in Liberia and has the confident of the security sector 
· Must have done some work on arms control and related issues with the Commission 
· Must have extensive knowledge in general Weapons and Ammunition Management (WAM)
· Minimum of Bachelor degree in any of the Social Sciences and a certificate from a reputable security training academy is required, a Master degree is an advantage.
· Female candidates are highly encouraged to apply.
