1. Description of the project

The ongoing conflict in eastern Ukraine has had a direct and highly negative impact on social
cohesion, resilience, livelihoods, community security, and the rule of law. Recognizing the need to urgently
address reconstruction, economic recovery and peacebuilding needs in areas affected both directly and
indirectly by the conflict, in late 2014 the Government of Ukraine requested technical assistance and
financial support from the international community to assess priority recovery needs.

UNDP has been active and present in eastern Ukraine for the past decade, prior to the conflict, with
a focus on community development, civil society development, and environmental protection. Work on
addressing the specific conflict-related development challenges discussed above built on this earlier
engagement and established partnerships and started in 2015 through the United Nations Recovery and
Peacebuilding Programme (UN RPP), a multi-donor funded framework programme implemented by four
United Nations partnering agencies: the United Nations Development Programme (UNDP), the UN Entity
for Gender Equality and the Empowerment of Women (UN Women), the United Nations Population Fund
(UNFPA) and the Food and Agriculture Organization of the United Nations (FAO).

The Programme, which operates on the basis of a pooled funding arrangement, follows a multi-sectoral
programme-based approach and is implemented using an area-based methodology. With the current project, it is a
unifying interventions framework for projects funded by 12 international partners: European Union, European
Investment Bank, as well as the governments of the United Kingdom, Denmark, Canada, Netherlands, Germany,
Norway, Poland, Sweden, Switzerland and Japan.

The UN RPP was designed to respond to and mitigate the causes and effects of the conflict. It is
based on findings of the Recovery and Peacebuilding Assessment (RPA) and is aligned to the State Target
Programme for Recovery as well as to the two oblasts development strategies up to 2020. The UN RPP
involves three pillars for action: 1) restoration of infrastructure and economic recovery; 2) support to local
governance and related capacity building; and 3) social resilience and peacebuilding. It is an integral
component of the UNDP Country Programme and is therefore fully aligned with the United Nations
Partnership Framework (UNPF) It is closely interlinked with the Democratic Governance and Reform
Programme, operating nationally and in all of Ukraine’s regions and is consistent with the SDGs, in
particular SDG 16 (Peace, Justice and Strong institutions).

As an area-based programme specifically developed for the conflict-affected areas of eastern Ukraine,
the UN RPP addresses the key stabilization, peacebuilding, economic and governance priority needs in
eastern Ukraine following the start of the conflict. It takes into account the opportunities that have arisen
from the Minsk Protocol of September 2014 and the renewal of its cease-fire provisions (the latest cease-
fire having been agreed in March 2018) and is also fully adjusted to the humanitarian-development nexus.
In 2019 program was reinforced along the Azov Sea coastline, including extension to Zaporizhzhia region.

The Programme’s interventions are grouped under the following key Programme components, which
reflect the region’s priority needs:

Component |: Economic Recovery and Restoration of Critical Infrastructure

Component II: Local Governance and Decentralization Reform

Component lll: Community Security and Social Cohesion (CSSC).

The important areas of work for UNDP, are combating domestic violence and developing social cohesion. The
Programme pays great attention to supporting initiatives aimed at raising public awareness on this issue and
strengthening the institutional capacity of the Donetsk and Luhansk police to respond to domestic violence.
Trainings, forums, workshops are constantly held for police officers and management. And it is also important to
practice skills in responding to domestic violence in addition to gaining theoretical knowledge. The Programme
also supports development of institutional capacity of civil society organisations in Donetsk and Luhansk oblasts.

Therefore, in the framework of the agreed action plan for 2020, UNDP should provide the necessary audio-
video equipment to equip situational rooms in Mariupol and Sievierodonetsk for police to practice skills by police
officers to respond to domestic violence and also provide equipment to civil society organisations which will be used
according to agreed workplan.

11.3 PACKAGING OF THE GOODS: The Contractor shall package
the Goods for delivery in accordance with the highest standards
of export packaging for the type and quantities and modes of
transport of the Goods. The Goods shall be packed and marked
in a proper manner in accordance with the instructions
stipulated in the Contract or, otherwise, as customarily done in
the trade, and in accordance with any requirements imposed by
applicable law or by the transporters and manufacturers of the
Goods. The packing, in particular, shall mark the Contract or
Purchase Order number and any other identification information
provided by UNDP as well as such other information as is
necessary for the correct handling and safe delivery of the
Goods. Unless otherwise specified in the Contract, the
Contractor shall have no right to any return of the packing
materials.

11.4 TRANSPORTATION & FREIGHT: Unless otherwise specified

24. PRIVILEGES AND IMMUNITIES: Nothing in or relating to the
Contract shall be deemed a waiver, express or implied, of any of
the privileges and immunities of the United Nations, including
its subsidiary organs.

25. TAX EXEMPTION:

25.1 Article I, Section 7, of the Convention on the Privileges and
Immunities of the United Nations provides, inter alia, that the
United Nations, including its subsidiary organs, is exempt from
all direct taxes, except charges for public utility services, and is
exempt from customs restrictions, duties, and charges of a
similar nature in respect of articles imported or exported for its
official use. In the event any governmental authority refuses to
recognize the exemptions of UNDP from such taxes, restrictions,
duties, or charges, the Contractor shall immediately consult with
UNDP to determine a mutually acceptable procedure.

25.2 The Contractor authorizes UNDP to deduct from the
Contractor's invoices any amount representing such taxes,
duties or charges, unless the Contractor has consulted with
UNDP before the payment thereof and UNDP has, in each
instance, specifically authorized the Contractor to pay such
taxes, duties, or charges under written protest.

subsidiary or affiliated entities (if any) is engaged in any practice
inconsistent with the rights set forth in the Convention on the
Rights of the Child, including Article 32 thereof, which, inter alia,
requires that a child shall be protected from performing any
work that is likely to be hazardous or to interfere with the child’s
education, or to be harmful to the child's health or physical,
mental, spiritual, moral, or social development.

34. MINES: The Contractor represents and warrants that neither
it, its parent entities (if any), nor any of the Contractor's
subsidiaries or affiliated entities (if any) is engaged in the sale or
manufacture of anti-personnel mines or components utilized in
the manufacture of anti-personnel mines.

35. SEXUAL EXPLOITATION:

35.1 In the performance of the Contract, the Contractor shall
comply with the Standards of Conduct set forth in the Secretary-
General's bulletin  ST/SGB/2003/13 of 9 October 2003,
concerning “Special measures for protection from sexual
exploitation and sexual abuse.” In particular, the Contractor shall
not engage in any conduct that would constitute sexual
exploitation or sexual abuse, as defined in that bulletin.

35.2 The Contractor shall take all appropriate measures to
prevent sexual exploitation or abuse of anyone by its employees
or any other persons engaged and controlled by the Contractor
to perform any services under the Contract. For these purposes,
sexual activity with any person less than eighteen years of age,
regardless of any laws relating to consent, shall constitute the
sexual exploitation and abuse of such person. In addition, the
Contractor shall refrain from, and shall take all reasonable and
appropriate measures to prohibit its employees or other persons
engaged and controlled by it from exchanging any money,
goods, services, or other things of value, for sexual favors or
activities, or from engaging any sexual activities that are
exploitive or degrading to any person.

35.3 UNDP shall not apply the foregoing standard relating to age
in any case in which the Contractor's personnel or any other
person who may be engaged by the Contractor to perform any
services under the Contract is married to the person less than
the age of eighteen years with whom sexual activity has occurred
and in which such marriage is recognized as valid under the laws
of the country of citizenship of such Contractor’s personnel or
such other person who may be engaged by the Contractor to
perform any services under the Contract.

36. ANTI-TERRORISM: The Contractor agrees to undertake all
reasonable efforts to ensure that none of the UNDP funds
received under the Contract is used to provide support to
individuals or entities associated with terrorism and that
recipients of any amounts provided by UNDP hereunder do not
appear on the list maintained by the Security Council Committee
established pursuant to Resolution 1267 (1999).
