1. BACKGROUND INFORMATION

The United Nations Development Programme (UNDP) has been actively working in eastern Ukraine for the past
decade, prior to the conflict, focusing on community and civil society development, and environmental protection.
Since 2015, upon request from the Government of Ukraine, UNDP started its work on addressing conflict-related
challenges by early engagement, establishing partnerships through the United Nations Recovery and Peacebuilding
Programme (UN RPP). The UN RPP is a multi-donor funded framework programme, jointly implemented by four UN
partnering agencies: UNDP, UN Women, FAO, and UNFPA in cooperation with the government of Ukraine.

The UN RPP was designed to respond to and mitigate the causes and effects of the conflict. The UN RPP is an integral
component of the UNDP Country Programme. It is fully aligned with the United Nations Partnership Framework
(UNPF), closely interlinked with the Democratic Governance and Reform Programme, operating national wide and
in all of Ukraine’s regions.

The Programme’s interventions are grouped under the following key Programme components, which reflect the
region’s priority needs:

Component 1: Economic Recovery and Restoration of Critical Infrastructure

Component 2: Local Governance and Decentralisation Reform

Component 3: Community Security and Social Cohesion.

The Programme is pooling funds employing a multi-sectoral programme-based approach and is implementing using
an area-based methodology and unifying interventions framework funded by 13 international partners.

In April 2019, UNDP has launched a new project named “Mobile Service Delivery for Conflict Affected Population
in Eastern Ukraine”, funded by the Government of Canada. The Project will be implemented in the framework of
UN RPP.

The Project’s overall objective is to alleviate the hardships of conflict affected Ukrainian citizens, mainly women,
who have to travel long distances in order to access and be provided administrative and legal aid services as well
as information The Project will continue to build on the work which has been already carried out by UNDP in
developing a network of modern administration services providers, the Mobile Administrative service centres for
Administrative Services Delivery (further referred to as ASCs) in conflict affected Government controlled areas
(GCAs) of Donetsk and Luhansk oblasts by:

- developing effective gender-sensitive ASCs outreach facilities (through mobile service units) with the focus on
providing access to services to the most disadvantaged groups such as: elderly, women with children, female
headed households, women and men with disabilities;

- ensuring real-time localisation of these units to the target population;

-setting up an intuitive Information Platform (on all relevant administrative and legal aid services) to be accessed
easily by target groups.
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The Project is firmly focused on alleviating the unprecedented pressures and hurdles faced by citizens of this region,
mainly women, to carry out their administrative tasks, due to difficult access to and protracted provision of
administrative, legal-aid and information services. These challenges also prevent access to basic services, as well as
hinder the human rights of the population, in particular, those of women.

For building capacity and strengthening the professional qualification level of TSNAP employees, to achieve the
maximum level of satisfaction of citizens and business entities with the quality of administrative services, it is
planned to develop a training video course.

2. MAIN OBJECTIVES OF THE ASSIGNMENT

The overall objective of this assignment is to create training video course on the following topics to enhance the capacity and
knowledge of TSNAP employees, local governments, especially those affected by the conflict in eastern Ukraine.

For this purpose, the Contractor shall develop:

4.1. Development of training programs

The contractor must develop a detailed scenarios involving professional trainers / experts (industry specialists) and agree the
program with the customer.

The scenario \ program should fully cover the training topics. The scenario should include the introductory part, the main
material block and the final\conclusion part.

The scenario \ program should pay attention to the features\issues that TSNAP employees face with when working on specific
topics. The training should bring practical knowledge and enhance the capacity and potential of TSNAP staff.

Real practice cases must be presented in the training video.

The trainers / speakers selected to participate in the project must be practitioners in their field with at least 5 years of
professional experience.

The chosen trainers/ speakers must be agreed with the customer.
Training should include the following materials:
- Training program. It should contain a breakdown of 3 to 6 modules, which should be logically divided into

3-5 units. The program should include practical examples with a focus on service delivery in the TsNAP. The
program must be in Word\PDF format in Ukrainian.

- Additional materials. Materials for self-study should be prepared for each section. This can include both
copyrighted materials of a trainer selected by the supplier and UNDP materials in the specified area, as well
as links to materials in the public domain (it is important to keep in mind that the links should not go to
another video, or to a document / book with a volume of more than 20 pages).
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- Tests for assessing knowledge. Tests should be for each module (5-7 questions), as well as a final test (up
to 20 questions, preferably excellent from the modules’™ questions). The text of the tests should be in
Ukrainian in Word format (with assessment options, yes / no, answer options, etc.).

- Video content according to the requirements of section 4.2

4.2. Production of training video content

The training should consist of sections developed in the program as described above. Video content should be structured clearly
and conveniently, and broken down into sections, categories, and subcategories

Video content for the course should be at least 120 minutes in length, but not exceed 150 minutes and be broken down into short
videos of no more than 10 minutes.

Each video must have a logical beginning and end.

Video content must:

« be relevant in the content;

« if necessary, be accompanied by a voiceover in the Ukrainian language on the background;

* contain animation elements and visual effects (static graphics, text dynamic graphics, animated graphics)

* contain input and output animation graphics (intro / outro);

« all visual supporting materials must be made in a single design, pre-approved with the customer.

« include video with at least two speakers\trainers. (At least one woman or 50%)

When shooting trainers changes angles / foreshortening must be anticipated.

During the trainer's performance, it is necessary to provide for built-in animation, slide shows (images, graphics and illustrations),
showing relevant information in screen-to-screen format to facilitate the learning process.

If necessary, the video should include a computer screen capture with a practical explanation of the features of using the software
to provide the services indicated in the topic.

A training video may include an embedded video that is not copyrighted or self-produced in order to improve the perception of
the training information and materials, but these videos should be relevant to the training topic. Such video can be downloaded
from the stock video webpages.

Work on video editing, colour correction, sound correction, dubbing, video processing in Adobe Premiere Pro, Adobe After
Effects (or their equivalents), etc., should be indicated in the commercial offer.

In addition, the Contractor shall refrain from,
and shall take all reasonable and appropriate measures to
prohibit its employees or other persons engaged and
controlled by it from exchanging any money, goods,
services, or other things of value, for sexual favors or
activities, or from engaging any sexual activities that are
exploitive or degrading to any person.

34.3 UNDP shall not apply the foregoing standard relating to
age in any case in which the Contractor’s personnel or any
other person who may be engaged by the Contractor to
perform any services under the Contract is married to the
person less than the age of eighteen years with whom sexual
activity has occurred and in which such marriage is
recognized as valid under the laws of the country of
citizenship of such Contractor’s personnel or such other
person who may be engaged by the Contractor to perform
any services under the Contract.
