1. Context

The United Nations Recovery and Peacebuilding Programme (UN RPP) is implemented by four UN agencies: the
United Nations Development Programme (UNDP), the United Nations Entity for Gender Equality and the
Empowerment of Women (UN Women), the United Nations Population Fund (UNFPA), and Food and Agriculture
Organization of the United Nations (FAO).
The programme is supported by twelve international partners: the European Union (EU), the European Investment
Bank (EIB), and the governments of the Canada, Denmark, Germany, Japan, the Netherlands, Norway, Poland,
Switzerland, Sweden and the United Kingdom.
Component Il "Community Security and Social Cohesion" (CSSC) of UN RPP aims to achieve some of its objectives
by enhancing community security; supporting civic mobilization and empowerment of communities; reconciliation
and restoration of social cohesion.
As a part of building a cohesive society, Component Ill takes steps for promoting ICT solutions in education sphere.
The restrictions imposed by COVID-19 have created significant barriers to access to education for children.
Moreover, they significantly reduced the opportunities for direct communication and interaction among children
and adolescents. As a result, the relevance and demand for online tools is growing rapidly. Moreover, children from
non government controlled areas are studying remotely in the schools among the contact line. At the same time,
communities near the contact line, rural communities cannot provide digitalization technically due to the local
budget deficit and limited government funding. Considering the specialties of the geographical location and socio-
economic conditions of the settlements of Donetsk and Luhansk oblasts near the contact line, it is necessary to
create conditions for implementation of ICT solutions to facilitate educational process and create more cohesive
school society.
To respond to the described challenges, the Ministry of Education of Ukraine is launching the All-Ukrainian
experiment “Implementation of the My School System in Educational Institutions”. The project plans to work with
the My School platform, which offers a comprehensive system for the digitalization of school business processes.
In terms of functionality, the system makes all business processes paperless and makes online learning much easier.
Moreover, it helps school community to be more cohesive by providing a digital platform for engaging in class or
school projects, discussing, proposing, expressing opinions, sharing achievements, etc.
In this regard, UN RPP is planning to support school digitalization in Donetsk and Luhansk oblast by purchasing the
computer equipment and its delivery to three schools in rural localities in Donetsk oblast (Volnovakha rayon,
Valerianivske, GCA) and Luhansk oblast (Shchastia, Krasnorichenske, GCA).

If the Contract specifies that UNDP shall
provide a written acceptance of the Goods, the Goods shall not
be deemed accepted unless and until UNDP in fact provides
such written acceptance. In no case shall payment by UNDP in
and of itself constitute acceptance of the Goods.

11.7 REJECTION OF GOODS: Notwithstanding any other rights
of, or remedies available to UNDP under the Contract, in case
any of the Goods are defective or otherwise do not conform to
the specifications or other requirements of the Contract, UNDP,
at its sole option, may reject or refuse to accept the Goods, and
within thirty (30) days following receipt of notice from UNDP of
such rejection or refusal to accept the Goods, the Contractor
shall, in sole option of UNDP:

11.7.1 provide a full refund upon return of the Goods, or a partial
refund upon a return of a portion of the Goods, by UNDP; or,
11.7.2 repair the Goods in a manner that would enable the

11.7.3replace the Goods with Goods of equal or better quality;

11.7.4pay all costs relating to the repair or return of the defective
Goods as well as the costs relating to the storage of any such
defective Goods and for the delivery of any replacement Goods
to UNDP.

11.8 In the event that UNDP elects to return any of the Goods
for the reasons specified in Article 11.7, above, UNDP may
procure the Goods from another source. In addition to any other
rights or remedies available to UNDP under the Contract,
including, but not limited to, the right to terminate the Contract,
the Contractor shall be liable for any additional cost beyond the
balance of the Contract price resulting from any such
procurement, including, inter alia, the costs of engaging in such
procurement, and UNDP shall be entitled to compensation from
the Contractor for any reasonable expenses incurred for
preserving and storing the Goods for the Contractor’s account.

18.5 The Recipient shall not be precluded from disclosing
Information that is obtained by the Recipient from a third party
without restriction, is disclosed by the Discloser to a third party
without any obligation of confidentiality, is previously known by
the Recipient, or at any time is developed by the Recipient
completely independently of any disclosures hereunder.

18.6 These obligations and restrictions of confidentiality shall be
effective during the term of the Contract, including any
extension thereof, and, unless otherwise provided in the
Contract, shall remain effective following any termination of the
Contract.

19. FORCE MAJEURE; OTHER CHANGES IN CONDITIONS:

19.1 In the event of and as soon as possible after the occurrence
of any cause constituting force majeure, the affected Party shall
give notice and full particulars in writing to the other Party, of
such occurrence or cause if the affected Party is thereby
rendered unable, wholly or in part, to perform its obligations and
meet its responsibilities under the Contract. The affected Party
shall also notify the other Party of any other changes in condition
or the occurrence of any event which interferes or threatens to
interfere with its performance of the Contract. Not more than
fifteen (15) days following the provision of such notice of force
majeure or other changes in condition or occurrence, the
affected Party shall also submit a statement to the other Party of
estimated expenditures that will likely be incurred for the
duration of the change in condition or the event of force
majeure. On receipt of the notice or notices required hereunder,
the Party not affected by the occurrence of a cause constituting
force majeure shall take such action as it reasonably considers
to be appropriate or necessary in the circumstances, including
the granting to the affected Party of a reasonable extension of
time in which to perform any obligations under the Contract.

19.2 If the Contractor is rendered unable, wholly or in part, by
reason of force majeure to perform its obligations and meet its

20. TERMINATION:

20.1 Either Party may terminate the Contract for cause, in whole
or in part, upon thirty (30) day’s notice, in writing, to the other
Party.
