· No baseline specifications or accuracy requirements have been specified?

	Specifications for the data logger
A/D conversion should be 24bit or better 
Standard Operating Temperature -40°C to +70 °C 
Extended Operating Temperature -55°C to +85 °C 
There should be Communication ports for configuring and downloading data from the data logger. The choice of communications depends on the supplier.
There should also be communication port for the GSM/GPRS modem to be connected for data transmission
Data Storage facility should be able to store data for at least 5 years. Again, the choice of technology used entirely depends on the supplier.
Analogue Sensor Inputs for mentioned sensors and also for the future expansion.
Accuracy Specifications for the analogue inputs. Accuracy specifications do not include sensor or measurement noise.
± (0.04% of measurement + offset) at 0° to 40°C
± (0.06% of measurement + offset) at -40° to +70°C
± (0.08% of measurement + offset) at -55° to +85°C (extended temperature range)
Data logger should be housed in an environment with robust casing and the casing should withstand extreme weather conditions

Data SIM Cards: Please confirm data SIM cards with subscription paid would be provided by the client?
	Normally when a supplier is supplying us new with Automatic Weather station, they should supply us with the central sever system/database. For those suppliers with their systems (AWS) already part of our networks do not need to supply us with a server station. There are two communication channels for the systems, one to the local office and the other that uses GSM/GPRS to sent to the central server at the Headquarters. So yes you are expected to provide with the central station database and visualization software at the client station. The central server system should have the at least archiving and data visualization capabilities.

For the SIM normally it is not the responsibility of the supplier of equipment to take care of the subscription. Since this is a project where the Met Department is but a stakeholder, we are expecting the project to take care of the subscription, not the supplier of equipment.

· What is the distance from the AWS station to the client Display PC in office? 

	It would be ideal if we can have both the laptop and a built-in display on the data logger.
