Background
UNDP is the development arm of the United Nations system, with offices in 180 countries. Globally the organization employs 17,000 people and manages a budget of USD 5 billion each year.  
The UNDP office in Skopje employs a team of 65 and currently manages a portfolio of projects in environmental protection, good governance and social inclusion worth USD 15 million per year. 
Local government institutions continue to struggle to improve the quality of life enjoyed by their citizens. To extract tangible benefits from funds available for municipalities from the central government, the European Union (EU), international financial institutions and other donors, municipalities need to strengthen their capacity to prioritize, formulate and implement infrastructure development projects. 

The project Building Municipal Capacity for Project Implementation aims to address the main challenges of local development and to increase municipal capacities when preparing and designing local development projects. Along with the creation of Municipal development index (MDI), the establishment of the TDF for funding local development projects represents one of the key components of this project. The newly created Fund will channel support specifically to those municipalities that are struggling the most in terms of socio-economic development. 

As part of the efforts to address these challenges, Technical Development Fund will provide financial support to municipalities in North Macedonia for creation of technical documentation for their most prioritized infrastructure projects. More precisely, the Technical development Fund (TDF) will provide direct financial support for the least developed municipalities by providing funding for preparation of technical documentation for their most urgent and priority projects in the field of communal, social and environmental infostructure. The projects with developed technical documentation will be fully eligible for applying for further donor support from relevant international financial and donor institutions such as EU, EBRD, The World Bank and other additional state or donor funding through direct grants or low-interest loans.  

The project is providing up to USD 1 million in funding to some 30 municipalities to help them address priority needs, particularly for vulnerable groups, with the aim of ensuring better living standards and quality of life for all. Addressing gender equality issues in the local context plays significant role in evaluating and selecting the projects for funding.
In January 2020, UNDP has evaluated more than fifty municipal applications, and thirty-six Municipal Projects were selected for development of technical documentation that includes, but not limited to: infrastructure designs, preliminary and basic designs, feasibility studies etc.) for re-construction or new construction of infrastructure objects/facilities with implementation of Build Back Better (BBB) principle that are eligible for EU, state or IFI donor funding. In the above context, driven by the “leave no one behind” goal, one of the main outcomes of the project is to transparently support least developed municipalities in preparing technical documentation for construction and reconstruction of priority basic infrastructure projects. 
In recent years, due to climate change and extreme precipitation events, flood management in Republic of North Macedonia has increased activities for protection of floods and managing the risks of floods. One of the selected supported projects are flood control and river training (regulation) in Municipality of Prilep. This is re-announced request for quotation with reduced scope of design services.  UNDP is currently seeking experienced Engineering Design Company to support the project Building Municipal Capacities for Project Implementation in developing and preparing technical documentation for reconstruction and extension of priority local riverbed regulation infrastructure projects in town of Prilep. The selected Company for preparation of technical documentation is expected to work jointly with the UNDP project implementation team, in close cooperation with the project focal point in the Municipality of Prilep and other line ministries. 
Objectives of the Technical Design Services
The main objective of the assignment is to conduct a Hydrological Study and Water-management conditions  as a base for developing the highest quality of engineering designs and consulting services required for reconstruction and extension of the riverbed regulation and floodplain of Gradska River in town of Prilep in accordance with the Flood Risk Directive (2007/60/EC) and national regulations. The modelling effort, which is expected to generate different scenarios of eventual future flooding waves, will thus support the flood risk assessment process and preparation of high-quality technical designs for river training (regulation) on the territory of the town Prilep.

Scope of Work 
The rivers in Prilep Municipality are part of the catchment area of the river Crna, where the main river from this region is the river Blato, as a left tributary to Crna River. The floods on the territory of the municipality of Prilep, usually occur along the river Crna and the river tributaries, namely as rivers Blato, Stara river and Gradska (Prilep) river. Extreme floods occur occasionally, at extreme high river water levels, causing damage to the city of Prilep and rural settlements. Besides the main regional river, as a left tributary of the river Blato is Gradska (Prilepska) river, with a catchment area of 92 km2, and a length of 13.5 km. The average altitude of the Prilepska River watershed is 1057m.a.s.l. The hydrography of the city of Prilep, is segmented with rivers of Orevoechka, Dabnicka, Selecka and Suva Reka (with springs north of the village of Volkovo). Gradska River, has and average flow of 0.18 m3 / sec.
The general scope of work for the assignment is to review all existing documentation[footnoteRef:11] for Prilepska (Gradska) river watershed , delineate the river catchment area down to city of Prilep, determine the rainfall and runoff model and alternatives for the catchment area[footnoteRef:12], design river discharge in order to determine the appropriate type of countermeasures (within the General Urban Plan for the city of Prilep as project area in approximate length of 4.2 Km – (see figure 1 below) in flood control planning, in terms of riverbed and floodplain training, estimate the most economical option, and based on the hydrological analyses develop Urban Design for infrastructure and Final (Basic) Design. Please note that most of the retaining walls for river regulation in the central part of the city are constructed, but some sections of the existing retaining walls need reconstruction, and are also part of the project scope. For the reconstruction, extension and improvement of the riverbed regulation of the Gradska River in city of Prilep, infrastructure design (or urban design for infrastructure) should be developed in accordance with the Law on Spatial and Urban Planning (Official Gazette of RM, No. 199/14, 44/15, 193/15, 31/16, 163/16, 64/18, 168/18 and 32/2020), and Rulebook on standards and norms for urban planning. 
The final (Basic) design for the riverbed and flood plain regulation including multipurpose use of the regulated area (cycling tracks, walkways and urban furniture) with approximate length of 5,5Km in city of Prilep, should be developed as a base for developing tender documentation and for issuing of construction permit on the basis of the provisions prescribed by the Law on Construction (Official Gazette of the Republic of Macedonia No. 130/09, 124/10, 18/11, 36/11, 54/11, 13/12, 144/12, 25/13, 79/13 , 137/13, 163/13, 27/14, 28/14, 42/14, 115 / 14,149 / 14 , 187/14 and 18/2020) and the bylaws deriving from the Law on Construction.

Duties and Responsibilities 
Based on the above-described general scope of work for the assignment and under the direct supervision of the Design Reviewer, Project Manager, and in close coordination/communication with municipality officials and other project experts, the company shall be responsible for carrying out the following tasks:
Task 1: Preparation of the Hydrological Study including rainfall and hydraulic river runoff modeling for the Gradska River watershed, preliminary reconstruction and extension measures for food protection, river training (regulation)in approximate length of 4,2 Km  
As indicated in the Background section, the Design Contractor, should therefore develop Hydrological Study and water-management conditions, including river shed modeling, sketch designs for the reconstruction and extension of the river regulation in length of ~4200 m’, which will a base for further assignment tasks and approval by the municipality officials and UNDP Project manager. Specific activities of the Contractor under this task should include, but not limited to:
1. Baseline data collection, from previous studies/documents for Gradska River (hydrological, geology, hydrotechnical etc.) topographic maps (i.e. 1:10000, 1:25000 or appropriate), population in the Municipality, infrastructure, urban plans (Detail and General Urban Plan), and other as necessary.
2. Collect and analyze rainfall and runoff hydrological data:
· Delineation of Gradska River catchment area
· Yearly, monthly and daily rainfall of all gauging stations within and around the Gradska River catchment area from “Uprava za Hidrometeoroloshki Raboti” - UHMR and/or other related agencies.
· Hourly rainfall of all gauging stations within and around the catchment area during the duration of the flood.
· Calculate annual maximum average rainfall (2-day, 3-day, etc.)
· Calculate average rainfall by selected return periods
· Collect typical rainfall patterns (hyetographs) of past major floods and establish typical rainfall accumulation mass curve for each duration. Hyetographs of past typical floods on all synoptic (if any) rainfall gauging stations from UHMR and/or other related agencies.
· Minimum, average and maximum water levels during peak floods at all gauging station from UHMR or other agencies and/or from interviews. (For rainfall and runoff analysis).
· Discharge measurement record for all water level gauging stations.
· H-Q (Height-Discharge relationship) rating curve for all water level gauging stations (with location, cross-section and flow velocity during flooding time). 
3. Preliminary land survey (i.e. from topographic maps or other sources) of typical cross sections of Gradska River (up to the end of city of Prilep) in appropriate intervals (i.e. 50 - 100 meters) and longitudinal section from cross section surveys/profiles.
4. Do assessment of the riverbed material and sedimentation (especially along the river at city of Prilep). Furthermore, the design contractor should do a “Classification of River Segment” as the assessment method in determining the river characteristics, tractive force of flow during flood, river width and water depth during floods. 
5. Do runoff modeling analyses with aim to establish the relationship between the amount of rainfall and the river discharges required for planning of flood and discharge control facilities/structures (including other structures –access stairs/ramps, walkways, existing and planned bridges  at flood plain in central area etc) particularly along the river at city of Prilep for the construction of riverbed and floodplain river regulation.
6. Perform preliminary capital expenses for the optimal technical solution for the reconstruction and extension of riverbed regulation including urban structures and objects (walkways, access stairs/ramps, cycling tracks, benches etc.) at town Prilep in approximate length of 4200 meters.
7. Diagram of Design Discharges/Existing Capacity, identification of the proposed improvement stretches, flood control measures (minor and major riverbed protection objects, widening of river, dredging, embankment, retaining walls, access points – staircases/ramps, etc). Typical cross section of the river in important/critical areas should be plotted.
Task 2: Preparation of Urban Design for Infrastructure for reconstruction and extension of the riverbed, floodplain regulation and multipurpose urban structures in town Prilep
Specific activities of the Design Engineering Contractor under this task should include but not limited to:
1. The development of Urban Design for infrastructure (infrastructure design) for the reconstruction, extension of the riverbed and floodplain regulation including multipurpose urban objects and structures ( walkways, cycling tracks, pedestrian bridges, stairways to regulated river floodplain etc.) in town Prilep, to comply with valid Macedonian laws, regulations and quality norms in relation to food protection infrastructure.
2. The Contractor shall carry out topographic survey and numerically define of the alignment for reconstruction and extension of the riverbed and urban structures (walkways, cycling track, benches, access points (staircases/ramps) in approximate length of 4200 meters. The adjusted co-ordinates and elevations of control points/traverse points shall be used for topographic survey (ажурирана геодетска подлога и нумерички податоци) of the riverbed regulation layout, cross section and longitudinal section. The topographic strip survey shall depict all the natural and man-made features in the appropriate wide corridor for the riverbed training (regulation). Assess or survey all existing underground and surface communications (information to be collected by the service providers) within the riverbed and flood plain (минор и мајор речно корито) regulation alignment and incorporate into the designs; 
3. Get information from Cadastral documents for the reconstruction and extension of the riverbed regulation alignment, and information on whether the reconstruction, extension  and construction of urban objects (walkways, cycling track, benches, etc.) implementation activities are likely to have impacts on privately owned or leased land plots (temporal disturbance; loss of the part of the land plot or whole land plot by the owner; loss of the property being on the land plot; loss of income etc.);
4. Geometric definition of the reconstructed and extended riverbed regulation and other multipurpose objects in town Prilep in the site plan, cross sections and longitudinal cross section. The graphic presentations in a site plan, cross and longitudinal sections should be in appropriate scale. 
5.
