PROJECT DESCRIPTION:

The 2nd phase of the project “Biodiversity Finance Initiative - BIOFIN” is implemented by the United
Nations Development Programme with financial support from the Government of Germany and the
Government of Switzerland. BIOFIN supports countries with a methodology that provides innovative steps
to measure current biodiversity expenditures, assess financial needs, identify the most suitable finance
solutions and provides guidance on how to implement these solutions to achieve their national
biodiversity target. The 2nd phase of the BIOFIN Project in Kazakhstan will be built on the lessons learned
from the 1st phase and will aim to test six finance solutions, one of which is the creation of incentives for
the development of ecotourism.

JUSTIFICATION:

The world is paying increasing attention to the development of the ecotourism sector and the
implementation of support policies with the expectation that this will contribute to economic growth,
employment and higher incomes. Currently tourism in Kazakhstan is one of the priority development
areas. The President of the country Mr. K.K. Tokayev in his Address to the people of Kazakhstan outlined
the need to pay special attention to the development of ecotourism as an important sphere of the
economy, to ensure the construction of the necessary infrastructure and the training of qualified
specialists.

For the effective and sustainable development of ecotourism in the country, environmental certification
is necessary, which will ensure the implementation of plans for the formation and promotion of
ecotourism in the right direction, without damaging the natural territories and ecosystems of the country
and effective business development. Eco-certification is especially important for the ecotourism sector,
as the addition of the prefix “eco” to tourism products, which is very far from the very concept of eco-
tourism, has become quite often abused. Using generally accepted eco-certification standards helps
consumers understand what really an ecotourism product is and choose what actually aligns with the
principles of sustainable travel.

Within the framework of the BIOFIN project, an international expert conducted an extensive analysis of
international experience in the development of ecotourism in other countries, as well as experience in
the implementation of certification in the field of ecotourism. The expert analyzed various types of
environmental certification in the field of tourism, the introduction of business licensing in protected
areas (PAs), selected the best practices and developed recommendations for the implementation of
certification, and also developed certification criteria for Kazakhstani tourism companies based on the

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experience of leading certification systems such as Global Sustainable Tourism Council, Travelife and
Green Key.

Moreover, in Kazakhstan there are certain standards in the field of tourism, for example, standards for
tourism services for public use provided by the administration of nature conservation areas (CT PK I1SO
18065-2017) and standards for ecological tourism (CT PK 2993-2017). However, these standards need to
be completed in accordance with the specifics of the country and are not reflected in regulatory
documents. And thus, they are a non-working tool in the field of ecotourism.

Currently, there is a need in the country to introduce a system of eco-certification in the field of tourism
or standards in the field of ecotourism both in protected areas and throughout the country. However,
before implementing a certification system, it is necessary to develop a strategy with clear plans, the
responsible organization for both certification and accreditation.

PURPOSE OF WORK:
Development of a step-by-step scenario / plan for the implementation of an eco-certification system in
the field of tourism for all operators involved in this industry.

SCOPE OF WORK:

1) Study reports and recommendations of the international expert on the analysis of international
practices of environmental certification in the field of tourism and licensing of business activities
in protected areas’;

2) Analyze existing national standards in the field of tourism and ecotourismé, study their application
and display in regulatory documents;

3) Determine the scope of the eco-certification system by business type, that is, the possibility of
dividing into accommodation providers, tour operators, and so on;

4) Update the certification criteria developed by the international expert for Kazakhstani travel
companies;

5) Development of a draft national standard of the Republic of Kazakhstan containing requirements
for organizations operating in the field of ecological tourism. Approving and updating according
to the comments from RGO “KazInSt”;

6) Determine organizational and institutional structure for eco-certification of tourism, that is, the

definition of:
a. Voluntary or mandatory certification
b. Issuing authority
c. Accreditation body
d. Secretariat composition and qualifications
e. Secretariat powers and functions

7 After signing the contract, the Contractor will be provided with reports of an international expert on the analysis of
international experience in the development of ecotourism, recommendations on the implementation of certification
in the field of ecotourism and certification criteria for Kazakhstani travel companies.

On receipt of the notice
or notices required hereunder, the Party not
affected by the occurrence of a cause
constituting force majeure shall take such action
as it reasonably considers to be appropriate or
necessary in the circumstances, including the
granting to the affected Party of a reasonable
extension of time in which to perform any
obligations under the Contract.

19.2 If the Contractor is rendered unable, wholly
or in part, by reason of force majeure to perform
its obligations and meet its responsibilities under
the Contract, UNDP shall have the right to
suspend or terminate the Contract on the same
terms and conditions as are provided for in
Article 20,

“Termination,” except that the period of notice
shall be seven (7) days instead of thirty (30) days.
In any case, UNDP shall be entitled to consider
the Contractor permanently unable to perform its
obligations under the Contract in case the
Contractor is unable to perform its obligations,
wholly or in part, by reason of force majeure for
any period in excess of ninety (90) days.

19.3 Force majeure as used herein means any

20. TERMINATION:

20.1 Either Party may terminate the Contract for
cause, in whole or in part, upon thirty (30) day's
notice, in writing, to the other Party. The
initiation of conciliation or arbitral proceedings in
accordance with Article 23 “Settlement of
Disputes,” below, shall not be deemed to be a
“cause” for or otherwise to be in itself a
termination of the Contract.

23.1 AMICABLE SETTLEMENT: The Parties shall
use their best efforts to amicably settle any
dispute, controversy, or claim arising out of the
Contract or the breach, termination, or invalidity
thereof.
