II. Background

Decentralization has been a core reform objective of the Liberian Government over the past several years. The government’s interest in this reform is premised on Liberia’s perennial problem of over centralization of public administration which undermined popular participation in national decision making and access to social services and economic opportunities for most Liberians. Since the inception of the decentralization reform, the government has shown immense political will by matching its commitment to actions. In 2012, a National Policy on Decentralization and Local Governance was launched as a means of establishing a framework for effective and efficient service delivery at the sub- national level, enhancing participatory decision making to engender peace-building and national reconciliation as well as strengthening local planning, monitoring and management capacity. In 2013, the government of Liberia with support from UNDP and other development partners, established the Liberia Decentralization Support Program (LDSP) to serve as a vehicle for resource mobilization and program support in making decentralization a reality.

The LDSP succeeded in organizing extensive dialogues and debates on decentralization across counties with citizens, Ministries Agencies and Commissions (MACs) and civil society organizations; facilitating the de-concentration platform as a quick win strategy to respond to the needs of citizens and bringing services closer to them; strengthening the capacity and competencies of local government through mentoring, coaching and trainings; establishing County Service Centers in fifteen (15) counties and the passage of the Local Government Act (LGA), amongst others. Phase II of LDSP will build upon the gains made by LDSP I and focus more broadly on interventions geared toward ensuring that citizens are duly informed about the Local Government Act (LGA) and the benefits thereof, facilitating the implementation of the LGA, strengthening County Service Centers capacity to deliver services effectively and efficiently at the sub-national levels while engendering the crafting of legislations and policies to sustain decentralization.

The sustenance of decentralization must be anchored to legislations that promote financial sufficiency through a revenue sharing process in which sub-national structures are given the authority to perform independent revenue collection. As it stands, revenue collection, budgeting and expenditures are currently being centralized leaving sub-national structures financially vulnerable. It is in this regard that a Revenue Sharing Bill has been crafted to provide equitable sharing of certain revenues raised nationally between the central and local governments, as well as sub-local government. The bill will also seek to establish a framework for sharing revenue collected at County Service Centers as a means of keeping the centers operational.



On account of the background indicated above, the UNDP is seeking proposals from qualified CSOs to provide advocacy engagement with the National Legislature and relevant stakeholders for the enactment of the Revenue Sharing Bill. Interested CSOs should design a proposal that focuses on engagement with relevant legislative committees, influential legislators, and the leadership of the House of Representatives aimed at wooing their support for the passage of the bill. The proposal should also include a component for media engagements to engender public awareness and support for the bill.

Grant will be awarded to the most technically compliant and responsive CSOs based on demonstrated capacity and experience with similar work. Selected CSOs will be expected to work in close collaboration with the Ministry of Internal Affairs and UNDP.

III. Scope of Work







Duly registered CSOs are encouraged to develop and submit proposals in the following format:
· Project content and problem analysis - what results will the project achieve and how does it address the problem.
· Justification - analysis of why it is important to address the problems and why your organization is best suited to carry out this task.
· Expected results - expected outcomes, outputs, and activities.
· Implementation strategy - how the project will undertake the activities to ensure most effective and efficient achievement of results.
· Work plan - highlighting each outcome, output, activity, and their completing timeframe.
· Partnership - partners needed for coordination and collaboration for successful implementation of the project.
· Risks and Risks Mitigation Strategy.
· Monitoring and Evaluation
· Institutional profile - a brief description of your organization, including its registration details and relevant experience and competencies in working on issues related to citizens/civic engagements. Experienced working on issues of decentralization is an added advantage.
· Project Budget - a proposed budget with a ceiling of not more than USD20,000.00 linked with output and activities including justification and/or explanation. A detailed budget should also be prepared in Excel as an annex.
· Reporting timeline.
· Project Results Framework.

· Organize engagement meetings with the House Leadership, Committee members and influential legislators.
· Prepare Fact Sheets (for Legislators) outlining the importance of the bill and anticipated benefits once passed into law.
· Conduct radio talk, road shows for public awareness and support for the bill.
· Provide regular updates as well as progress and financial reports.

V. Impact of Results


Grants will be awarded to organizations based on the following considerations:
· National CSOs with strong backgrounds in advocacy and stakeholder’s engagement.
· The CSOs must be duly registered in Liberia.

VI. Eligibility & Qualification Criteria



· The organization’s proven administrative and financial management capacity to undertake this assignment.
· The technical design of the proposal in relations to achieving the expected results commensurate with related budget; and
· The institutional capacity of the CSOs.


Proposal will be selected on the basis of technical (70%) and financial (30%) assessments. The technical assessment will review the following:
· Technical design of proposal in achieving expected results (50%)
· Experience working with UNDP and/ other UN agencies (5%)
· Advocacy experience (10%)
· Realistic work plan and timeline to complete activities (5%)
· Budget (cost effectiveness) (30%)

VII. Selection Criteria



CSOs that meet the requirements should submit a technical proposal of not more than ten
(10) pages including annexes which should include the following:
I. Cover letter
II. Project Document (Technical Proposal with key areas identified above)
III. Results Framework
IV. Project Budget per related activities
V. Proof of legal registration or status
VI. A detailed workplan
VII. CVs of key staff for the project
