“high conservation value forests” originated in the development of voluntary forest certification systems
— in particular, a scheme developed by the international non-governmental organization Forest
Stewardship Council (FSC). The concept of HCVF is based on the idea that if a forest has a special or key
value, additional measures should be taken to ensure that this value is maintained during forest
management activities. At the same time, it should be emphasized that the designation of forests as HCVF
does not automatically exclude the active forestry management (e.g. logging). However, any forest
management method must be compatible with maintaining and enhancing any type of identified high
conservation value.

In Kazakhstan, all forests are managed for conservation purposes and fall under different HCVF categories.
However, at the same time, the HCVF Concept is currently not fully applied in Kazakhstan and is not
regulated by legislation.

Introduction of the HCVF Concept can help governments balance decisions on forest use and
conservation, collect information as a basis for policy development and resource allocation, and
implement international conventions and agreements. This will help Kazakhstan demonstrate its
commitment to the implementation of the UN Convention on Biological Diversity and the Sustainable
Development Goals, and would also send a positive signal to international investors in the forestry sector,
as some of them have specific requirements for HCVF protection. With this in mind, decision-makers in
Kazakhstan should make efforts to recognize HCVF categories and take measures to preserve them.

In order to develop and implement this approach in Kazakhstan, within the framework of the project an
international expert attracted the HCVF Concept for Kazakhstan in 2019.

In accordance with the Work Plan for 2021, it is planned to implement the HCVF Concept and identify
HCVF in 8 target forestry institutions of the East Kazakhstan and Almaty regions with a total area of
2,348,419 ha (as of January 1, 2020). This will allow identifying HCVF where appropriate zoning and
environmental protection measures are required.

OBJECTIVE:
