1.Background information

The United Nations Development Programme (UNDP) has been actively working in eastern Ukraine for the
past decade, prior to the conflict, focusing on community and civil society development, and environmental
protection.

Since 2015, upon request from the Government of Ukraine, UNDP started its work on addressing conflict-
related challenges by early engagement, establishing partnerships through the United Nations Recovery and
Peacebuilding Programme (UN RPP). The UN RPP is a multi-donor funded framework programme, jointly
implemented by four UN partnering agencies: UNDP, UN Women, FAO, and UNFPA in cooperation with the
government of Ukraine.

The UN RPP was designed to respond to and mitigate the causes and effects of the conflict. The UN RPP is an
integral component of the UNDP Country Programme. It is fully aligned with the United Nations Partnership
Framework (UNPF), closely interlinked with the Democratic Governance and Reform Programme, operating
national wide and in all of Ukraine’s regions.

The Programme’s interventions are grouped under the following key Programme components, which reflect
the region’s priority needs:

Component 1: Economic Recovery and Restoration of Critical Infrastructure

Component 2: Local Governance and Decentralisation Reform

Component 3: Community Security and Social Cohesion.

The Programme is pooling funds employing a multi-sectoral programme-based approach and is implementing
using an area-based methodology and unifying interventions framework funded by 13 international partners.
In April 2019, UNDP has launched a new project named “Mobile Service Delivery for Conflict Affected
Population in Eastern Ukraine”, funded by the Government of Canada. The Project will be implemented in the
framework of UN RPP.

The Project’s overall objective is to alleviate the hardships of conflict affected Ukrainian citizens, mainly
women, who have to travel long distances in order to access and be provided administrative and legal aid
services as well as information The Project will continue to build on the work which has been already carried
out by UNDP in developing a network of modern administration services providers, the Mobile Administrative
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service centres for Administrative Services Delivery (further referred to as ASCs) in conflict affected
Government controlled areas (GCAs) of Donetsk and Luhansk oblasts by:

- developing effective gender-sensitive ASCs outreach facilities (through mobile service units) with the focus
on providing access to services to the most disadvantaged groups such as: elderly, women with children,
female headed households, women and men with disabilities;

- ensuring real-time localisation of these units to the target population;

-setting up an intuitive Information Platform (on all relevant administrative and legal aid services) to be
accessed easily by target groups.

The Project is firmly focused on alleviating the unprecedented pressures and hurdles faced by citizens of this
region, mainly women, to carry out their administrative tasks, due to difficult access to and protracted
provision of administrative, legal-aid and information services. These challenges also prevent access to basic
services, as well as hinder the human rights of the population, in particular, those of women.

In this regard, it is planned to select a qualified contractor to build 33 special places for Mobile ASC’s service
provision in remote rural communities and those situated close to the contact line in Donetsk and Luhansk
oblasts

2. Scope of work

2.1.The Contractor shall execute the construction and assembly works in accordance with the attached
engineering documentation (annexes 1,2,3,4).

2.2.The Contractor shall ensure the delivery of all materials and necessary equipment to the construction site,
hazardous materials on sites are identified, that sedimentation is restricted to the site and that site waste
is disposed of properly.

2.3.Works must be conducted in accordance with, and comply with, the applicable national regulatory
framework, including applicable environmental, labour, building and safety regulations. The obligation to
comply with national law vests solely with the contractor.
The works must be conducted in full compliance with applicable national standards and regulations: DBN
A.2.2-3:2012, DBN B.2.2-9-99, DSTU B A. 2.4-4:2009, DBN B.2.3-14: 2006, DBN B. 2.2-40:2018, DBN B. 2.2-

2.4.To comply with the requirements, conditions, instructions and standards provided in the engineering
documentation (technical design).

2.5.Within 5 working days after signing the contract, the Contractor must provide work schedule, site work
execution program (in accordance with the State Construction Regulations (ABH) A.3.1-5: 2016),copy of the
Order on the appointment of the responsible work executor (site manager), copy of the Order on the
appointment of a person responsible for labour safety at the site.

2.6 In accordance with the provided site work execution program it is necessary to provide confirmation of the
official employment of key personnel, engineering personnel responsible for labor protection at the site,
workers engaged in performing high-risk works. Legal relationships with working personnel who are not
related to the performance of high-risk work can be arranged both official employment or civil-law
contracts concluded between the contractor and the employee, copies of the relevant documents must be
provided together with the site work execution programme.

2.7 Defect liability period for the works during which the Contractor shall eliminate any defects, deficiencies,
inconsistencies of design decisions, substandard materials, works, devices, structures revealed will last 12
months after signing of the Certificate of Substantial Completion of works unless it is proved that
mentioned defects. Deficiencies, inconsistencies etc., occurred due to: normal wear and tear of the site or
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its parts; improper operation; improper servicing of the site by the Customer or by third parties involved by

the Customer.

2.8 The Contractor must ensure all personnel safety standards in accordance with

recommendations. Clothing (helmets, gloves, boots, safety glasses, etc.) and personnel protection

measures must be strictly adhered to and comply with ISO or other national standards (DBN A.3.2-2-2009).
