Context:
UNDP Costa Rica is looking for a research policy centre or think tank with international experience advising on circular economy approaches to develop a: Global benchmark review of all existing circular economy legislations around the world identifying specific articles that may be applicable to a new draft legislation bill considering the Costa Rican economic and legal context. The selected bidder will review existing circular economy related legislation from all the countries in the world, select the most relevant nation-wide legislations currently in place and compare this with relevant legislation from Costa Rica (Constitution, Waste Management Law, Water Law, Creation of the National Institute of Aqueducts and sewages Law, Forestry Law, Biodiversity Law among others) and select the most relevant articles that could be incorporated into a draft circular economy bill that takes into account the Costa Rican economic and legal context.
Objective:
Provide Costa Rican legislators and decision-makers with set of state-of the art articles for a draft legislation on circular economy approaches that is applicable to the Costa Rican economic, social and legal context.
Specific Objectives:
1. Review legislation from all the UN-member countries to identify circular economy related laws and nation-wide and sectoral policies officially issued over the past 15 years in those countries. 
2. Review Costa Rican legal, economic and social context to identify the most relevant trends, criteria and applicability for a prioritization exercise of the identified legislation and policies. 
3. Prioritize the most relevant circular economy related laws and nation-wide and sectoral policies that include provisions that may be applicable to the reviewed Costa Rican context.
4. Select the most relevant legislation ideas from at least 5 prioritized country example legislations or policies. Service providers must explain for each selected legislation idea, the reason why it is considered applicable to the reviewed context from Costa Rica. The explanations for selected legislation ideas from the benchmark study should detail the results and the format of application in the reviewed countries. 
5. Provide a draft bill of law with the selected articles.

The contents of the document are be:
1. Introduction: References to UNDP and selected entity providing the study, short description of state of the art of Circular Economy legislation and summary of main findings).
2. Global review of circular economy related laws and nation-wide and sectoral policies officially issued over the past 15: Description of method of review, tables of countries analysed, search engines visited, methods of consultation and prioritization and research criteria. Includes tables and diagrams showing countries identified with the most relevant legislation.
3. The Costa Rican legal, economic and social context for adopting circular economy legislation: Short summary of the most relevant legislation, documentation and data reviewed to determine the legal, economic and social context in which circular economy legislation will be promoted in Costa Rica.
4. Selection of relevant sample legislation ideas from 5 priority country legislations: Description of sample legislation ideas from which draft articles will be developed. This section will explain for each selected legislation idea, the reason why it is considered applicable to the reviewed context from Costa Rica. The explanations for selected legislation ideas will detail the results and the format of application in the reviewed countries.
5. Draft bill of law: This includes carefully worded articles that may be included in a draft legislation on circular economy for nation-wide and economy wide transformation in Costa Rica.
6. Bibliography: Includes APA citation format and hyperlinks to reviewed legislation, databases and and sources of information.
