Background

Since January 1, 2016, the world has officially launched the implementation of the 2030 Agenda for sustainable
development — a plan for active transformation, which is based on 17 Sustainable Development Goals (SDGs) aimed at
solving urgent global problems.

The 17 SDGs and 169 targets are aimed at realizing human rights for all, they are comprehensive and indivisible, and they
balance the three components of sustainable development: economic, social, and environmental.

Official statistics plays a key role in providing data for monitoring the SDGs and related tasks. Statistical information is
intended to meet the needs of a wide range of users, ranging from government authorities and entrepreneurs to
representatives of the media, non-governmental organizations, and academia. Today, the dissemination of statistical
information in Kazakhstan is carried out in several ways: through the issuance of paper and electronic publications, through
the placement of information on official internet resources, as well as in social networks.

However, it is necessary to consider the fact that latest web technologies and products encourage statistical organizations
to supplement traditional methods of data dissemination with new tools for data dissemination and visualization. One such
example is the emergence of a new type of statistical publication — a "digital" or "web publication", where static graphic
materials (charts, maps) become “live” and show more information, which causes more positive feedback from users of
statistical information, because it visually looks attractive and contains a large amount of data.

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Rationale

Effective presentation of data should be an integral part of the statistical production process. Since data visualization is an
important element in the dissemination of information about statistical trends and relationships, it should be an ongoing
activity. Statistics presented as a graph or map is much more understandable to a wider public than a long list of numbers,
provided that the visual presentations are properly designed. Given the interest of the Bureau of the National Statistics
(NBS) under the Agency for Strategic Planning and Reforms of the Republic of Kazakhstan (ASPR RK) in developing a digital
publication on gender issues in the implementation of the SDGs in Kazakhstan, it became necessary to analyze the current
situation in the field of IT infrastructure and data dissemination methods within the NBS and develop a web-based platform
for digital publication on SDGs.

Gender issues are included in various SDGs. First, SDG 5 "Achieve gender equality and empower all women and girls"
includes targets directly related to gender equality. In addition, SDG 1, "Eliminate poverty in all its forms everywhere" and
SDG 10, "Reduce inequality within and between countries", include goals that promote gender equality, such as 1.4. equal
access to resources or 10.4. policy measures to reduce inequality. In addition, gender-disaggregated data is needed to
monitor a variety of goals and targets, primarily SDG 3 Good Health and well-being, 4 Quality Education, 8 Decent work
and economic growth. Finally, many of these tasks are closely interlinked, and these relationships themselves represent
important information. For example, achieving goal 5.4 to recognize and value unpaid care and household work is critical
to providing women with opportunities in the labor market and thus achieving goals 8.5. Employment and 10.1. Inclusive
growth.

A set of indicators approved by the UN Statistics Committee’ is used to monitor the SDGs at the global level. In Kazakhstan,
the indicators were nationalized by a working group led by the NBS and adapted for monitoring considering the specifics
of Kazakhstan.

The development of digital publication is one of the methods for modernizing data dissemination that will not only increase
access to data, but also improve data exchange with other SDG data producers. The experience of other countries, including
the Committee on statistics of the European Union?, will be used to develop this publication. A statistical publication on
gender in the implementation of the SDGs in Kazakhstan should present SDG data in a user-friendly format (interactive
graphs, charts). In addition, the publication should allow the user to explore different indicators disaggregation and
combinations (for example, by gender, by gender and age, by gender and location, depending on the availability of data).
The publication should also provide the user with an opportunity to explore the relationships between different SDGs.

Objective

In order to support the NBS in developing a digital publication on gender issues in the implementation of the SDGs in
Kazakhstan, UNDP is seeking a national or international company to analyze the current situation in the field of IT
infrastructure and data dissemination methods within the NBS and develop a web-based platform for digital publication
on SDGs. (example of a digital publication by link: https://ec.europa.eu/eurostat/cache/digpub/keyfigures/).

20. TERMINATION:

Where the Parties wish
to seek such an amicable settlement through conciliation,
the conciliation shall take place in accordance with the
Conciliation Rules then obtaining of the United Nations
Commission on International Trade Law (“UNCITRAL”), or
according to such other procedure as may be agreed
between the Parties in writing.

23.2 ARBITRATION: Any dispute, controversy, or claim
between the Parties arising out of the Contract or the
breach, termination, or invalidity thereof, unless settled
amicably under Article 23.1, above, within sixty (60) days
after receipt by one Party of the other Party’s written
request for such amicable settlement, shall be referred by
either Party to arbitration in accordance with the
UNCITRAL Arbitration Rules then obtaining.
