General background

As at 01 January 2021, the population in the Republic of Kazakhstan is 18.8 million people*.

The demographic situation in the country is characterized by an increase in the share of elderly people in the age
structure of the population (at the beginning of 2021, the share of the population aged over 60 years is 2.1 million
people or 11% of the total population of the country) and Kazakhstan is at the initial stage of demographic aging. At
the same time, in half of the country's regions, the 7% threshold characteristic of an aging nation has already been
significantly overcome. According to the UNFPA forecast, the life expectancy of women and men will increase by an
average of 6 years by 2050 and will amount to 83.6 and 75.1 years, respectively®.

The current demographic situation poses new tasks and goals for the state, aimed not only at ensuring the basic
needs of older citizens, but also at creating conditions for their active and full-fledged participation in the life of
society.

“Kamkorlyk”.

It is expected that the result of implementation of the Active Ageing project will be a stable functioning system of
support for the elderly population, aimed at providing them with the opportunity to live in safe and decent
conditions and continue to participate in the life of society as full citizens.

At the initiative of the Ministry, regional Action Plans have been approved to improve the situation of the elderly,
Active Ageing Centers have been opened in 9 regions.

UNDP may condition its acceptance of the Goods
upon the successful completion of acceptance
tests as may be specified in the Contract or
otherwise agreed in writing by the Parties. In no
case shall UNDP be obligated to accept any
Goods unless and until UNDP has had a
reasonable opportunity to inspect the Goods
following delivery.
