I. BACKGROUND / RATIONALE
The Government of Ethiopia has fully recognized the need to urgently manage climate change challenges and made a policy decision to pursue climate resilient and green growth pathways. This is articulated in the Climate Resilient Green Economy (CRGE) strategy of the country.  
As reflected in the Climate Resilient Green Economy (CRGE) strategy, and further committed in the Ethiopia’s Updated Nationally Determined Contribution (NDC), the country aims to reduce 68.8% of the emissions by 2030 compared to the emission of business as usual (BAU) pathways. According to the updated NDC, which was submitted to the UNFCCC recently, Ethiopia should invest USD 316 billion to realize its emission reduction target. Out of this required finance, 80% is conditional and should be mobilized from international climate finance sources both in grant and non-grant instruments for actions, which have both  climate and development objectives. 
In the Climate Resilient Green Economy Vision (2011), the establishment of a National Climate Fund was identified as one of the main components for CRGE implementation. The Ministry of Finance (MOF) in collaboration with the Environment, Forest and Climate Change Commission (EFCCC) has established and operationalized the CRGE Facility to attract climate finance from bilateral, multilateral and private sources and channel such finance to implement climate change mitigation, adaptation and resilience building interventions that can deliver Ethiopia’s climate resilient and green development ambitions. The CRGE Facility is also mandated to coordinate climate finance flowing to the country through different channels and support climate finance mobilization by UN Agencies and Multilateral Development Banks (MDBs) from various sources. In accordance with its mandate, the CRGE Facility should coordinate and facilitate preparation of bankable project proposals and spearhead mobilization of climate finance from bilateral and multilateral climate finance sources. In this regard, the Facility has collaborated with the Global Green Growth Institute (GGGI) to access the Green Climate Change Readiness and Preparation Support window for preparation of concept notes and other capacity building activities. This Readiness project has resulted in preparation of 7 concept notes through active participation of the relevant sector experts, which should be converted into full-fledged project proposals. UNDP would like to hire national expert to convert three of the concept notes into full-fledged project proposals using standard project proposal template, which shall be agreed at the inception stage of the task. The specific concept notes that shall be translated into project proposals shall be jointly determined after the consultant is onboard.

II. OBJECTIVES OF THE SERVICE / WORK 
The main objective of the assignment is to formulate full-fledged bankable project proposals that meet the criteria of a funding source that Ethiopia is seeking to access. The consultant is expected to formulate three bankable project proposal and related annexes with inputs from the different stakeholders at the national and regional levels. He/she will work with the MOF CRGE Facility and UNDP Ethiopia Country Office, the relevant sectors and work under the overall technical guidance of the MOF CRGE Facility.
To develop full-fledged bankable project proposals, the consultant should review and consult the current Ethiopian updated NDC, adaptation, mitigation and resilience building initiatives of the country. 
III. SCOPE OF THE SERVICE / WORK
The consultant is expected to produce three project proposals with the required annexes as per the template at the onset of the assignment, which among others should include implementation plan, a detailed budget breakdown, a procurement plan, gender and environmental considerations. All these documents should be finalized after incorporating comments and suggestions received from different stakeholders and CRGE facility staff. The task requires active and regular engagement with the CRGE Facility team potential donors, relevant sector experts from federal and regional levels in determining the scope and geographic locations of the projects. The consultant should also review relevant secondary sources of information.   

Key activities and tasks include the following but not limited to: 
· Organize and facilitate stakeholders consultations to elicit information for designing an effective project proposals;
· Undertake a desk review on the historic climate trends and future projections in the specific context of the projects; 
· Engage with the federal and regional stakeholders to determine the scope, budget, beneficiaries and geographic locations of the project proposals;
· Review and map stakeholders in the context of the project and identify specific role(s) they play during the project preparation and implementation;
· Review existing Government strategies, policies, and regulations as they are relevant for the achievement of the project objectives; 
· Review ongoing government and non-government work that is relevant for the project and identify gaps;
· Develop a robust theory of changes that underlies the project interventions supported by evidence; 
· Develop gender and environmental safeguard action/management plan;
· In addition to the stakeholder mapping, identify possible partners for implementation given the scope of the project; 
· Ensure that as many relevant NGOs, CSOs and women and vulnerable groups are sufficiently consulted throughout the preparation process, 
· Prepare for periodic briefing to the Government implementing partners, MOF CRGE facility, UNDP and other stakeholders to update on the progress of the project preparation, 

IV. EXPECTED OUTPUTS / DELIVERABLES 
The consultant is expected to deliver the following outputs:
· Inception report detailing clear methodology, work plan and list of national documents to be reviewed and institutions consulted for the purpose of the project proposal design, 
· Three final draft full-fledge bankable proposals with relevant annexes 
· Validation and stakeholders workshops and final report;
V. METHODOLOGY / APPROACH OF THE SERVICE (WORK)
The consultant will be recruited for the three thematic areas to provide his/her services. The assignment will be 120 working days including the participation on validation workshop. The consultant will assess the agreed thematic areas and formulate full flagged bankable projects. The consultant will present the draft project proposals to the relevant stakeholders for validation. The final full-fledged project proposals are prepared using standard project proposal template, which shall be agreed at the inception stage of the task.
· Conduct consultative meetings with MOF CRGE Facility team and other relevant key stakeholders and potential implementing partners; 
· Undertake desk review on thematic areas;
· Conduct extensive document, data compilation, validation  and analysis; 
· Conduct extensive consultations with the relevant stakeholders at federal and regional levels;
· Conduct stakeholder mapping and analysis;, 
· Develop theory of change, logical framework analysis and identify implementable actions/interventions;  
· Prepare detailed budget breakdown and implementation plan;
· Prepare gender/social safeguard action plan;
· Conduct validation workshop, facilitate consultation of stakeholders and practitioners as relevant. 
VI. LOCATION, DURATION AND TIMEFRAME OF THE WORK /DELIVERABLES/OUTPUT  
The assignment shall be conducted in a period of four months starting from the date of contract award. Unless and otherwise agreed by the two parties, extension of contract is not expected. Extension might be allowed if the consultant presents compelling reasons to do so.
