1 Procurement of an ADCP – Acoustic Doppler Current Profiler for Institute of Hydrometeorology and Seismology (IHMS)
Justification
The IHMS – Institute of Hydrometeorology and Seismology is the national hydrological and meteorological service of Montenegro. Among other institutional functions, a core mandate regards the observations of the hydrological cycle, the establishment and operation of a monitoring network for water resources planning and decision-making.

[bookmark: _Hlk101270328]AF/UNDP Integrated climate-resilient transboundary flood risk management in the Drin River basin in the Western Balkans Project (Drin FRM Project) is providing to the IHMS a set of automatic hydro-meteorological monitoring stations to strengthen the existing hydrometric monitoring network. The hydrological stations include the measurement of the water level of the rivers/lakes, the water depths are used to calculate the discharges using a site-specific rating curve.

The development of the rating curves (H-Q curve) is based on the periodical measurement of the discharges (Q) for different river water depths (H). The IHMS needs a new ADCP – Acoustic Doppler Current Profiler to update the rating curves of the different sites where the water depths are being measured, and get reliable discharge values.   

The ADCPs are suitable for deep and/or high velocities rivers (flood peak conditions), where the traditional current meter equipment is hard to be used. The ADCP allows the safety measurement of the discharges from a riverbank using a cableway, or from a bridge, or pulled from a motorboat. Other advantages of the ADCP are the high accuracy, high resolution, continuity of the measurements, quick and low level of effort to carry out a discharge survey.  

Subject of the procurement
The Subject of the procurement is the supply of an ADCP – Acoustic Doppler Current Profiler equipment plus an on-the-job training course and after-sales services. The equipment shall be inspected in-country to ensure that all the components are present.

The following paragraphs illustrate the minimum technical specifications for the procurement of an ADCP – Acoustic Doppler Current Profiler.

Training
The training to be supplied by the contractor shall be subdivided into Basic training and On-the-job training programs. The Basic training shall be done an in-door, whereas the On-the-job training will be at the field. 

The contractor shall include in his proposal the syllabus of the training course. 
Basic Training Course 
The contractor shall supply a training course on ADCP operation, configuration and maintenance, ADCP software data visualization, and discharge data analysis. The core objective of the course is to illustrate the main technical characteristics of the equipment, the measurement principles, and the factors that can alter the reliability of the measurements. 

The course can be done after the receiving and inspection of the goods at IHMS facilities. The duration of the basic training course shall be 4 days, out of which 1 day will be office work and 3-days’ field training. The first day shall include a brief description of the technical characteristics, plus a user guide with all the step-by-step procedures for equipment set-up, operation, and maintenance, including assembling and disassembling.  

The field training shall be organized after the on-the-job training to work with the data collected at the field and use the data processing and data visualization functions available on the ADCP software. 
On-the-Job Training Course
Training course on ADCP operation and discharge measurement, including practical operation and hands-on. The core objective of the on-the-job training course is to transfer to the IHMS staff the technical capabilities and hands-on operation and efficiently maintain the equipment supplied. The course shall include a multi-media trouble-shooting manual with frequent faults or malfunctioning that could happen, the diagnostics procedure, and how to solve it. 

The On-the-job training shall have an overall duration of 2 days (excluding travel to the exact location/s) and include the discharge measurement of at least two different rivers.  After completion of the basic and On-the-job training program, the Client will issue an acceptance certificate confirming full compliance with the training course.
