Informative meeting with potential bidders related to ITB 032/16 and Construction of the new heating facility/system for the Cantonal Hospital in Bihac, Bosnia and Herzegovina

Sarajevo, November 21, 2016
Questions:
1. In case of joint venture should both companies fill out forms provided in relevant annexes? 
2. Are companies allowed to suggest alternative technical solutions? 
3. Is the number of engineers required in the ITB final and obligatory, since it differs from their usual practice in BiH where multiple sites are managed by only one engineer?
Answers:
1. It was clarified that where two or more companies are legally registered as joint-venture they should apply as one. All entities that comprise the joint venture shall be subject to the eligibility and qualification assessment by UNDP and have to fill out forms provided in relevant annexes.  
2. Shall be considered.  A Bidder may submit an alternative Bid, but only if it also submits a Bid that meets the base case, what is originally required by UNDP in this ITB. UNDP shall only consider the alternative bid offered by the Bidder whose Bid for the base case was determined to be a responsive Bid that offers the lowest price.
3. All the stipulated personnel requirements that have to be met are realistic and determined based on the value and complexity of the each phase/type of the envisaged works under the project in subject. However, the ITB encourages bidder(s) to form a joint venture, consortium or association, and as such to combine strengths, capacities and expertise of each individual entity  enabling them to meet the eligibility criteria. 
Additional Clarifications and Issues
1. In addition to the above, clarifications were also provided in what regards:
· The list of documents required to determine eligibility and perform technical evaluation of the bids. The reason for additional clarifications stemmed from the fact that the ITB was prepared in English, and the local representatives wanted to make sure they fully understood the requirements.
· Sections 5 and 35. In case of the latter, it was specifically underlined that bidders must fulfill at least 7 listed sustainable criteria to be considered eligible.
2. [bookmark: _GoBack]Representatives of one comany expressed their opinion that specifications for ventilators are too restrictive, and that therefore they might be obliged to consider one type of equipment only. In reply, it was made clear that the required specifications are stipulated by main project documentation, prepared and revised by licensed design companies. Bidders can offer materials, devices and equipment of equivalent or higher performance specifications.
